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Adopt a Wild Horse in Televised Adoption

Pick up sites offered in seven states


Known for being sure-footed and possessing desirable endurance characteristics, wild horses are especially well suited for trail riding and endurance.  Now you may adopt one of these animals and pick it up at a site close to you. 


On August 1 if you qualify, you could bid on a wild horse or burro on the nationally televised Bureau of Land Management (BLM) adoption. Successful bidders can pick up their horse or burro in August at one of eight pick-up sites: Belton, Texas; Pauls Valley, Oklahoma; Cross Plains, Tennessee; Elm Creek, Nebraska; Ridgecrest or Folsom, California; Rock Springs, Wyoming; or Palomino Valley (Reno/Sparks), Nevada.


Potential adopters are invited to call the BLM’s toll free number, 1 800 633-6094, to qualify, receive a bidder’s number and for additional information.  Applicants will be screened to determine if they have proper facilities to care for an animal.  For example, an adopter’s fence should be of pipe, pole or plank construction and a shelter must be provided.  Fence height varies from six feet for untrained animals to four and a half to five feet for burros and young animals.


About 160 fillies, colts, mares, geldings, studs and burros that used to roam on rangelands in Nevada, California or Arizona will be offered for adoption.  About a dozen saddle-ready horses trained by prison inmates will also be offered for adoption. 


All animals may be viewed at the BLM website, www.nv.blm.gov which also contains adoption requirements.

The August 1 national televised adoption begins with a preview at 9 a.m. Pacific Time.  Bidding will be at 10 a.m.  Viewers and bidders may tune to Channel 9602 on the Dish Network or to C Band Satellite, Galaxy 3, Channel 2 to see the action.

The competitive bid adoption will be conducted by Superior Livestock Auction Co. of Fort Worth, Texas.
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
