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WILD HORSE ACTIVITIES ABOUND IN NEVADA THIS YEAR


Wild horse and burro show and adoption opportunities are plentiful in Nevada this year.

Four shows sponsored by private wild horse organizations are slated for Fallon, Winnemucca, Reno and Henderson.  The shows are an opportunity for adopters of former wild horses and burros to show off how well their animals perform after gentling and training, and the shows are an opportunity for potential wild horse and burro adopters to observe and garner techniques they might apply themselves.


The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) will sponsor adoptions at three of the four shows, plus offer other special adoption opportunities such as a national televised event.  The BLM also cooperates with the Nevada Department of Corrections to offer halter broke or trained horses at adoptions at the Warm Springs Correctional Facility in Carson City.


If a potential adopter is interested in a larger number of animals from which to select, they may make an appointment to visit the National Wild Horse and Burro Adoption Center at Palomino Valley, 20 miles north of Sparks.  The Center currently houses about 1,700 excess wild horses recently removed during winter gathers and prepared for adoption.
