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Interagency Center, Reno, Sells Christmas Tree Permits & More

If you live in the Reno-Sparks area, you don’t need to drive to rural Nevada to pick up your Christmas tree permit.  You can even purchase a permit on Saturdays. 

The Interagency Information Center located in the Bureau of Land Management’s (BLM’s) office at 1340 Financial Blvd. in Reno is open the next three Saturdays, as well as during the work week, for those who wish to purchase a permit.  Pinyon pine trees may be cut on designated BLM lands, while white fir, Jeffrey pine and incense cedar trees are available on Forest Service lands.

The Center also features a variety of products about Nevada, the West, animals and the environment.  It is open Monday through Friday from 7:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m.  On Saturday, Nov. 30, Dec. 7 and 14, the Center will be open from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.  

Visitors may be surprised to find an unusual variety of puppets, scarves, t-shirts, books, videos and similar items dealing with Nevada, the unique habitats found in the West and the plants and animals which live there.  The Interagency Center is stocked by the Eastern Sierra Interpretive Center with a view to citizens who are interested in the environment and Western history.  Credit cards, checks and cash are accepted at the
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 Center for merchandise; while cash or checks are accepted for Christmas tree permits.

The BLM and the Humboldt Toiyabe National Forest conduct Christmas tree sales to thin small trees in overstocked areas and to provide recreational experiences for local residents.  Permits from both agencies are valid through Dec. 25., but are non-refundable.  Forest Service permits for white fir, Jeffrey pine and incense cedar are $10 each.  BLM’s pinyon pine tree permits are $5 each.  You may purchase two permits per household if you are cutting pinyon pines.
