This is the weekend to adopt that horse you’ve always wanted.  Saddle-trained horses will be offered for adoption at the Warm Springs Correctional Center, Carson City, on Saturday, Oct. 11.  The gates open at 9:30 a.m., and a competitive bid adoption conducted by an auctioneer begins at 10:30 a.m.

Ten horses from lands administered by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) and two horses under the jurisdiction of the State of Nevada will be offered for adoption.  The beginning bid on BLM horses is $125, while the starting bid on State or “estray” horses is $150.


Potential adopters are asked to enter the Warms Springs Correctional Center off Edmonds Drive in Carson City.  From U.S. 395 South, take 5th Street, and then turn right at the roundabout onto Edmonds Drive.  The public is asked not to wear blue jeans, blue work shirts or blue denim jackets.  Also, no cell phones, please.  Car keys will be checked in at the gate.


The saddle-trained animals were prepared at the Warm Springs Correctional Center by inmates in the Nevada Department of Corrections program.
