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Wild Horse Selection Great for October 16 Adoption

If you are looking for variety as you select a horse to join your family, attend the Sat., Oct. 16 adoption at the National Wild Horse and Burro Center at Palomino Valley.  Summer gathers in Nevada recently concluded, and horses vary from paints which lived in the Little Owyhee Herd Management Area (HMA) near Nevada’s border with Idaho to roans from the Rock Creek and Diamond HMAs in northeast Nevada.  Experienced horseman will see excellent conformation in horses from the Fish Creek, Little Humboldt and Snowstorm HMAs.

About 20 geldings, 20 mares, 30 weanlings and 4 mare/foal pairs will be available for adoption.  The pre-selected animals will be in the walk-up adoption pens on October 16 when the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Center opens at 8 a.m.  Photos of some of the horses and an adoption application are posted at www.wildhorseandburro.blm.gov.  Click on the adoption schedule at the left of the menu and select the Oct. 16 Reno adoption.   
Adoption will be by silent, competitive bid from 9 a.m. to 10 a.m.  The adoption fee begins at $125 per animal.  Mare and foal adoptions begin at $250 per pair.  Horses not adopted during the competitive bid period will be available on a first come, first served basis at $125 per horse or $250 per pair for the remainder of the day.

Most animals may be transported home that day.  However, horses from the Little Owyhee and Snowstorm HMAs only have initial inoculations, so appointments to transport these animals home at a later date should be made at the time of the adoption.
