The area provides habitat for the only herd of Rocky Mountain elk in Clark County.

Several sensitive mammal and plant species occur in the area.  Sensitive mammal species include Palmer’s chipmunk and long-eared myotis.  Sensitive plant species include Clokey paintbrush, Jaeger beardtongue and Mohave milkvetch.
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
