Location
Approximately 60 miles south of Las Vegas, Nevada

Terrain
The area includes portions of the isolated Newberry Mountains along the western side of the recreation area.  Finger-like drainages and alluvial fans extend eastward from the mountains toward Lake Mohave.   

Habitat Type
Creosote bush scrub with low-desert shrubs and grasses, including blackbrush, yucca and desert willow.

Special Features


· The area contains isolated washes and ridges which offer solitude.

· No water is found in the unit and the summer temperatures can reach 120 degrees.

· Coyotes, and jackrabbits inhabit the area.

· Reptiles found in the area include, side-blotched lizard, rattlesnakes and desert tortoise.
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
