I. WORK TO BE DONE

A. General Description: Aspen stand exam walk thru or with fixed plots, on stratified grid to
document herbivory by livestock or wildlife. Monitoring will also document aspen
regeneration density and average stem height. Establish agrid of fixed plots in woodland
plantation to assess seedling survival on reforestation.

B. Location (Suitable) Sites: A statistical sample of burned Aspen sites (plots within stands
identified in the Stag, Tabor Creek, Coyote, Buffalo Fires and proposed woodland
planting sites (Mile marker 367).

C. Design/Construction Specification (number and describe each task):

1. Conduct aspen and woodland stand exam procedures established by District forester on
plots to monitor growth, form, density (stems per acre), or other environmental conditions
affecting growth.

2. Plot locations should be evenly distributed on stratified sample and be of sufficient size
to obtain a statistically valid sample or survival rates.

D. Purpose of Treatment Specification: To determine if an acceptable number of quality
aspen seedlings have successfully regenerated and if plantations survive with acceptable
numbers of Trees per acre or if additional trestments or protection measures are required.
