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 Saddle Horse Adoption Saturday in Carson City


An adoption of gentled and trained horses is set for this Saturday, Feb. 8 at the Warm Springs Correctional Center, Carson City.  Viewing begins at 10 a.m., with the oral auction for qualified adopters beginning at 11 a.m.


Inmates at the Warm Springs Correctional Center trained four Bureau of Land Management (BLM) wild horses, two titled (previously adopted) horses, and five “estray” (State of Nevada) horses for this adoption.  Bidding on BLM wild horses begins at $125, while the minimum bid on an estray or titled horse is $150.  This is the first adoption at the facility to be conducted by an auctioneer.
