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National Wild Horse and Burro Show Moves to Winnemucca in June

Chapter Show in Fallon in May


The twelfth annual National Wild Horse and Burro Show and Adoption is moving to the Winnemucca Events Center, in Winnemucca, Nevada.  Wild horse and burro adopters will be competing on Sat. and Sun, June 14 and 15, and an adoption will be conducted on June 15.


The show begins each day at 8 a.m. and is sponsored by the National Wild Horse and Burro Show Association.  The national show features about 70 classes in pleasure, equitation, driving and games for wild horses and burros.  All participant skill levels and ages are welcome.  High point awards of silver buckles will be given in various categories.  The judges will be Nancy Luck and Pati Hughes. About 45 wild horses will be offered at a competitive bid adoption on Sun., June 15 at 1 p.m. and will be available for viewing both Sat. and Sun.  The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) Winnemucca Field Office (775 623-1500) is sponsoring the adoption and will soon have information available on the type and classes of horses being offered.  About a half dozen horses that are halter trained or saddle broke by the Nevada Department of Corrections will be among the offered animals. 


Spectators are welcome at all shows as there is no admission charge.  Vendors will offer belt buckles, posters, commemorative coins, arts and crafts, jewelry and other wild horse and burro souvenirs.


Nevada Legends, a chapter of the Nevada Wild Horse and Burro Show Association, is sponsoring a show in Fallon, Nev., on Sat. and Sun., May 3 and 4.
