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Burros Arrive at Palomino Valley


Approximately 20 wild burros will arrive at the National Wild Horse and Burro Center at Palomino Valley the week of April 21-25, and will be available for adoption shortly thereafter.  The burros are a mixture of jacks and jennies from the Twin Peaks Herd Management Area, located about 25 miles northeast of Susanville, California.  This herd area contains some 798,000 acres in Lassen County, California, and Washoe County, Nevada.  The wild burros from this herd most likely originated from historic sheep operations in the area.


Adoption fee at the Federal facility is $125 for a wild horse or burro.  Bureau of Land Management (BLM) employees at the Center can screen and approve potential adopters, applying revised, national standardized requirements.  Pen size and height, construction material and availability of shelter are important adoption criteria.  In many states, including Nevada, a personal follow up visit to the adopter at his/her facility will occur within six months of adoption.


Adopted animals that are transported to their new homes are subject to Nevada State animal transportation laws.  A health certificate and Nevada State Brand Inspection must be filled out on each animal prior to shipment.  Due to the limited availability of brand inspectors 
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and veterinarians, these individuals will be available Monday and Wednesday of each week to prepare the proper forms for animal shipment.  Adopters should not plan to select a wild horse or burro and pick up their animal on the same day, due to these requirements.


Male animals, one year of age or older, can be gelded at Palomino Valley free of charge.  A veterinarian will determine when the animal has recovered from the operation and can be transported to his new home.  The waiting period is usually about 10 days.


The Center is open Monday through Friday from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m., except for Federal holidays.  From Interstate 80, take exit 18 and follow Pyramid Way (State Route 445) north about 20 miles to Ironwood Road.  Turn east on Ironwood to reach the corrals and office.  Adopters may call (775) 475-2222 to make an appointment to view the burros.  Applications are available at www.wildhorseandburro.blm.gov.
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
