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TRAINED HORSE ADOPTION IN CARSON CITY ON MAY 10

Fourteen athletes will graduate on Saturday, May 10 and all are looking for homes.  Despite their differences in age, from three years to ten years old, and weight, from 700 pounds to 1,175 pounds, they all originate from Nevada and each individual has been attentive to the instructors.

They are the wild horses and “estrays” which have been in training at the horse-gentling program housed at the Warm Springs Correctional Center, Nevada Department of Corrections.  Each animal has between 80 to 90 days of training, and trainer Hank Curry will discuss the characteristics of each animal for prospective buyers at a competitive bid adoption on May 10 at 10 a.m. at the Warm Springs facility, Carson City.

Thirteen geldings and one mare are being offered to qualified adopters.  Eight of the geldings are State of Nevada “estrays.”  Five geldings are Bureau of Land Management (BLM) horses.  A four-year old “titled” horse is also being offered with the proceeds being donated to the prison program.  A titled horse is one that an individual adopted from BLM and received title to after one year of humane care.

Estrays and the titled horse are adopted through Wild Horse Organized Assistance (WHOA).  BLM horses are approved and adopted by the BLM.  Representatives of both groups 
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will be at the Saturday adoption, but for advance information on adoption requirements for the estray and the titled horse call WHOA, Dawn Lappin, at 775 851-4819.
