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Window Shop Now, Adopt June 15 in Winnemucca

Like to window shop before you purchase?  Adopters who would like to take home a wild horse from the National Wild Horse and Burro Show in Winnemucca, Nevada, may now view the animals at the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) website.

Eighteen mares, 19 studs and a special offering of five geldings or studs trained at the Warm Springs Correctional Facility at Carson City, Nevada, may be seen at www.nv.blm.gov by clicking on the selection labeled “Nevada Wild Horses and Burros.”  The horses themselves will be available for viewing in Winnemucca all day June 14 and the morning of June 15.  A rider will demonstrate the trained horses prior to the adoption.

The competitive bid adoption for qualified individuals is slated for 1 p.m. on Sun., June 15.  Each bid begins at $125 per animal.  To pre-qualify to adopt, call the BLM in Winnemucca at 775 623-1500.  Copies of the adoption application are also available on the BLM’s national wild horse and burro website (www.wildhorseandburro.blm.gov).

Many of the horses offered for adoption were gathered from northern Nevada Herd Management Areas (HMAs).  They include animals from the following HMAs: North Stillwater (Pershing Co.); Jackson Mountains (Humboldt Co.); Owyhee and Rock Creek (Elko Co.); Monte Cristo and Antelope (White Pine Co.).  The animals range from one to five years in age.

Wild horse and burro adopters will be competing on Sat. and Sun., June 14 and 15 during the twelfth annual National Wild Horse and Burro show which starts each day at 8 a.m. at the Winnemucca Events Center.  The national show features about 70 classes in pleasure, equitation, driving and games for wild horses and burros.  The Show Association sponsors the event each year to showcase the abilities of adopted wild horses and burros that were removed from the public rangelands.  The BLM removes excess horses or burros to assure adequate supplies of forage and water for all range users.
