RENO -- The first Western States Wild Horse and Burro Expo runs from July 18-20 at the Reno Livestock Events Center.  The Expo features top talent including the 2002 World Champion in Western Riding; Reno’s own Rhonda Serr and her horse Ceaser, and the BLM’s National Director Kathleen Clarke.


The schedule includes wild horse clinics, exhibits, exhibitions, demonstrations, promotions, drawings, auctions, and raffles from 8 a.m.-4:30 p.m. Friday, July 18.  There will also be an awards banquet, barbecue, dance and music with David John and the Comstock Cowboys from 8 p.m.-10 p.m. Friday, July 18.  The dance and concert are free to the public.  There will also be 31 vendors offering all kinds of “horse-wares” including clothing, accessories, trailers, trainers, videos, website administration and tack.

From 8 a.m.-6 p.m. Saturday, July 19, there will be a horse show in the main arena, horse clinics in the cutting arena, and adopter’s discussion in the Doc Bar Lounge.  From 6-9 p.m. Saturday, July 19, there will be a Hall of Fame dinner and awards ceremony sponsored by the National Wild Horse and Burro Foundation in the Doc Bar Lounge.
