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Fire Restrictions Lifted in Central Nevada


Fire restrictions have been lifted on public lands in Central and North Central Nevada, which includes Lander, Nye, Esmeralda, Humboldt and Pershing Counties. 


Restrictions remain in effect for most of Western Nevada, including Southern Washoe County, and all of Carson City, Douglas, Lyon, Storey, Churchill and Mineral Counties, as well as Clark County in Southern Nevada.


Even though Nevada is experiencing cooler autumn weather conditions, below-normal September precipitation has caused the vegetation to dry out in western and southern Nevada, making it very flammable.
