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New BLM Nevada Associate State Director Named

The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) in Nevada is pleased to announce the selection of Amy L. Lueders as the Associate State Director.  The Associate State Director is the number two position in the BLM Nevada organization, reporting directly to State Director Bob Abbey.

Lueders presently is the BLM Las Cruces, New Mexico, field manager.  She joined BLM in 1984, and has worked in the BLM Washington Office in a number of budget development and program analysis positions.

“Ms. Leuders’ skills and experience will greatly enhance our ability to manage the nation’s public lands in Nevada,” said Nevada State Director Bob Abbey.

Leuders graduated from Duke University with a Batchelor of Arts Degree in Economics, and has done graduate work at George Mason University in Fairfax, Virginia.  She and her husband Greg will be relocating to Reno in early January.

The BLM manages about 48 million acres of the nation’s public lands in Nevada, which comprise 67 percent of the state’s total land area.  The agency carries out those responsibilities with a staff of about 750 permanent employees in eight field offices and the state office in Reno, and an operating budget of about $56 million for the management of lands and resources.  The BLM Nevada also receives an additional $30 million for fire activities to fund fire-fighting resources, community assessments, projects to restore appropriate vegetation to the public rangelands to mitigate fire impacts, and training and equipment for community fire organizations.
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
