		Equine students seeking homes are all wild horses removed from public rangelands in Nevada administered by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM).  They come from the Owyhee, Monte Cristo, Jackson Mountains, North Stillwater and Pine Nut Herd Management Areas (HMAs).  Descriptions of those HMAs are all available on BLM websites.
