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Saddle Horse Adoption Saturday in Carson City
Palomino Valley Center also open for selection of untrained animals


Do you have spring fever?  Want to ride through the countryside?  Adopt a trained wild horse this Saturday, February 21 in Carson City.  Or, select an untrained horse at the National Wild Horse and Burro Center at Palomino Valley, north of Sparks.

Fourteen saddle-trained horses will be offered for adoption at the Warm Springs Correctional Center, Carson City, on Saturday.  The gates open at 9:30 a.m., and a competitive bid adoption conducted by an auctioneer begins at 10:30 a.m.  The saddle-trained animals were prepared at the Warm Springs Correctional Center by inmates in the Nevada Department of Corrections program.



Saddle-trained horses seeking homes are all wild horses removed from public rangelands in Nevada administered by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM).  They come from the Owyhee, Monte Cristo, Jackson Mountains, North Stillwater and Pine Nut Herd Management Areas (HMAs).  Descriptions of those HMAs are available on BLM websites. Potential adopters may enter the Warm Springs Correctional Center off Edmonds Drive in Carson City.  From U.S. 395 South, take 5th Street, and then turn right at the roundabout onto Edmonds Drive.  The public is asked NOT to wear blue jeans, work shirts or denim jackets.  Also, no cell phones, please.  Car keys will be checked at the gate.

For individuals interested in untrained animals, the National Center at Paloimino Valley will have about 75 animals in walk-up adoption pens.  The Center will be open from 8 a.m. to 3 p.m.on Saturday.

Many horses were removed from a recent gather at the Lahontan HMA in Churchill County.  There are also horses from the Nevada Wild Horse Range or burros from the Blue Wing HMA available for selection.  Since some animals have not received booster innoculations, adopters at the Center will need to make a weekday appointment for pick up or return on Saturday, March  13 to take the animal home.
