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DESATOYA WILD HORSE GATHER BEGINS MONDAY

The last wild horse gather of the winter season begins today in the Desatoya Herd Management Area (HMA) east of Fallon, Nevada.

The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) proposes to remove about 100 wild horses.  The appropriate management level for the HMA is 127 to 180 horses.  Excess animals will be transported to the National Wild Horse and Burro Center at Palomino Valley, north of Sparks, where they will be prepared for adoption.


The BLM is returning to this area to complete a gather suspended in July 2003.  The BLM suspended the gather until cooler weather when the horses would be in lower elevations and more accessible.

The BLM will do no more gathers until after the foaling season, unless emergencies occur.  Foaling season typically runs from March through June.  Once foaling season has occurred, if money is available, additional gathers will be conducted in the highest priority areas. 

Carson City field office is supervising the gather operation which is expected to be completed within the week, prior to foaling season. 
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
