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New BLM Manager Selected for the Carson City Field Office


The Bureau of Land Management (BLM) State Director Bob Abbey announces the selection of Don Hicks as the new Carson City Field Manager.  Hicks is the Associate District Manager for the BLM Prineville District Office in Prineville, Oregon, and has been the acting District Manager for several months. 


He fills the manager position vacated by John Singlaub in November 2003, when he retired from federal service to become the Executive Director of the Tahoe Regional Planning Agency.


“The public lands administered by the BLM’s Carson City office not only provide open space and recreational opportunities, they also contribute greatly to local economies,” said Abbey.  “These lands are located near some of the fastest growing communities in the State and are within a short drive of hundreds of thousands of people.  It was important to me to find someone who had a track record in working cooperatively with other government officials, including Native American Tribes, as well as with members of the public in pursuit of common goals.  Don Hicks is just such a person and I am pleased he has accepted our offer.”


The Prineville District has more than 1.6 million acres of public lands in north-central Oregon.  Hicks brings 25 years of experience with the BLM in a wide variety of natural resource management positions throughout Oregon.  His educational background includes a bachelor’s degree in Earth Science Education from Bowling Green University, bachelor’s degrees in Natural Resources and Forestry from the University of Michigan, and graduate study in forest genetics from Ohio State University.


As the BLM Carson City manager he will administer more than 5.3 million acres of public lands in ten counties across western Nevada and eastern California.  It is anticipated that he will report for his new assignment in May.
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
