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Applications for Weanling Adoption Accepted through Friday

Fourteen weanlings wild horses, all born in 2003, are being offered for adoption by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) in Nevada, but potential bidders only have until this Friday, March 19 to submit an application and receive a bidder’s number.
The selection of weanlings includes several sorrels and bays, a red roan, a buckskin, a gray, a red dun Curly and a sorrel Curly.  These horses were born either at the BLM’s facility at Palomino Valley or at a contract center in Fallon, so they have never lived on the range.
Applications for adoption and photographs of the weanlings can be faxed to you from the BLM’s Carson City field office, 775 885-6158.  Details of the adoption will also be mailed to you upon request.


Qualified adopters interested in a weanling for $125 should submit an application prior to March 19 so they can be pre-approved and given a bidder’s number.  All 14 weanlings will be available for adoption to qualified individuals on a first come, first served basis via fax starting March 22.  The fax adoption runs from March 22 at 8 a.m. through March 24 at 4 p.m.  Successful adopters may pick up their horse in Fallon, by appointment, on April 9 or 10. 


Approved bidders will be asked to make a commitment of $125 to participate in the adoption.  If you are not successful in adopting, the account will not be charged and your money will be refunded.


Photos of the weanlings had been available for viewing on the BLM’s Nevada website, but most information technology systems at the Department of the Interior were disconnected on Tuesday because of a court order.
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
