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NEXT SADDLE HORSE ADOPTION:  MAY 22 – CARSON CITY


Adopt untrained horses on May 8 – Palomino Valley


	Did your Mom grow up reading about and wanting her own horse?  Why not fulfill her dream and ready  your corrals on Mother’s Day so she can adopt a halter-ready or saddle-trained wild horse on Saturday, May 22?  Or, adopt an untrained horse or burro on May 8. 


	Thirteen saddle-trained horses and five halter-trained horses will be offered for adoption at the Warm Springs Correctional Center, Carson City, on May 22.  The gates open at 9:00 a.m., and a competitive bid adoption conducted by an auctioneer begins at 10:00 a.m.


	The saddle-trained and halter-ready animals were prepared at the Warm Springs Correctional Center by inmates in the Nevada Department of Corrections program.


		Animals being offered for adoption are wild horses removed from public rangelands in Nevada administered by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) or estray horses managed by the State of Nevada Department of Agriculture.  BLM horses home ranges were in the Rock Creek, Owyhee, Monte Cristo, Jackson Mountains, and North Stillwater Herd Management Areas (HMAs).  Descriptions of these HMAs are available on BLM websites.  Go to www.wildhorseandburro.blm.gov and click on Nevada.  A photo and brief description of each horse offered for adoption is posted at that website.  A link is also provided via www.silverstateindustries.com.  Estray horses are from the Comstock near Virginia City.


Can’t wait to adopt?  Take your mom to the BLM’s National Wild Horse and Burro Center at Palomino Valley on Sat., May 8 between 8 a.m. and 4 p.m.  About 50 untrained wild horses and burros  will be in the walk-up pens.  If you are interesting in adopting a specific animal in other pens, make an appointment prior to May 8 so that the time can be scheduled to drive you through the larger pens in the facility.  Animals adopted on May 8 will be ready for transportation home on May 15.  Palomino Valley is located about 20 miles north of Sparks off the Pyramid Lake Highway. 


	On May 22, potential adopters may enter the Warm Springs Correctional Center off Edmonds Drive in Carson City.  From U.S. 395 South, take 5th Street, and then turn right at the roundabout onto Edmonds Drive.  The public is asked not to wear blue jeans, work shirts or denim jackets.  Also, no cell phones, please.  Car keys will be checked at the gate.
