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BLM Nevada Proposes Change to Law Enforcement Rules
Reno, Nevada—The Bureau of Land Management in Nevada (BLM) has proposed a change in its Supplementary Rules that would allow the BLM law enforcement officers to enforce drug and alcohol regulations on public lands in Nevada.

The Proposed Supplementary Rules were published in the Federal Register today, and are patterned after current State of Nevada laws contained in the Nevada Revised Statutes. The Federal Register notice also solicits 60 days of public comments on the proposed rules.

The goal of the proposed rules is to help BLM reduce the illegal use of alcohol and drugs on public lands in Nevada, and improve cooperation between the BLM and state and local law enforcement officials.

The proposed rules would enable BLM law enforcement officers to enforce violations such as:
\ Operating a motor vehicle under the influence of alcohol or drugs.

\ Open container of alcohol within a motor vehicle.

\ Possession of alcohol by a minor.
\ Possession of drug paraphernalia.


At this time, BLM law enforcement officers must bring in state and local law enforcement officers to enforce such violations.
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
