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APPROVAL RECEIVED FOR ADDITIONAL WILDLAND FIREFIGHTING AIRCRAFT


The wildland firefighting agencies in Nevada have received approval for additional aircraft for wildland firefighting in Nevada to offset the effects of the recent nationwide grounding of the 33 large air tankers.


The additional aircraft combined with the agencies’ existing fleet will result in a total of 15 single-engine air tankers (SEATS) and 11 helicopters available to Nevada's wildland firefighting agencies.  The Nevada National Guard is making five helicopters available to augment these resources when needed.

The SEAT tankers are scheduled to be assigned at the following locations but will be moved within that area as needed:

While the aircraft will be stationed at the designated location they will be used to respond to initial attack or large fires support within Nevada or in others states depending on fire activity.  The aircraft will begin arriving in Nevada June 1.

The approval for the additional aircraft came from the National Multi Agency Coordination Group at the National Interagency Fire Center.


The agencies include the Bureau of Land Management, the U.S. Forest Service, the Nevada Division of Forestry, National Park Service, Fish and Wildlife Service, Bureau of Indian Affairs and local city/county cooperators.
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
