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Adoption During Western States Wild Horse & Burro Expo

The Western States Wild Horse and Burro Expo returns to the Reno Livestock Events Center, 1350 N. Wells Ave., on August 20, 21 and 22.  In support of the Expo, the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) and State of Nevada will offer saddle and halter trained horses for adoption on Saturday, August 21.  The BLM wild horses and the State estray horses were trained by Nevada Department of Corrections inmates at the Warm Springs Correctional Facility, Carson City. 


This is the second time the Expo has been held in Reno.  It features not only competition in numerous events for adopted wild horses, burros and mules, but a variety of presentations by trainers and special guests.  Among the clinicians are trainer Lesley Neuman; Jerry Tindell of Jerry Tindell Horsemanship Clinics; Warm Springs Correctional Facility trainer Hank Curry; equine veterinarian, lecturer and author Robert Miller; donkey trainer and judge Crystal Ward; drill team clinician Sandi Anderson;  television documentary creator Ginger Kathrens; Backcountry horseman Alan Cain; and trainer-teacher Donna Maye West.  Wild Horse Mentors, a division of Least Resistance Training Concepts, will be assisting with the event.  Horses and burros used in the demonstrations will be available for sale/adoption, also.  These animals are from the U.S. Department of Agriculture, the Comstock and the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service.

The saddle-trained and halter-trained horses will be offered in a live competitive bid adoption conducted by an auctioneer at 2 p.m. on Saturday, August 21. A minimum competitive bid for a BLM horse is $125.  The minimum bid for an estray is $150.  Potential adopters must be pre-qualified to bid.  BLM or state personnel will be on hand Saturday to pre-approve bidders with proper facilities to care for a trained animal.  BLM application forms are available on the web.
