Meet Author Terri Farley, View the Burro Mascots or Adopt a Wild Horse


If you love wild horses and burros, there are several reasons you may want to visit the National Wild Horse and Burro Center at Palomino Valley this Saturday, Oct. 16. 


First, if you are seeking a horse to join your family, there is a variety of geldings, mares, weanlings and mare-foal pairs available for adoption in the walk-up adoption pens. Photos of some of the horses and an adoption application are posted at www.wildhorseandburro.blm.gov.  Click on the adoption schedule at the left of the menu and select the Oct. 16 Reno adoption. 

Second, author Terri Farley will be on hand to talk with you about her increasingly popular Phantom Stallion series.  The Verdi author has a series of children’s books produced by HarperCollins which are set in a fictitious Nevada city and revolve around Samantha Forster, Jake Ely and the mysterious silver stallion known as the Phantom.  Have your young reader bring their books and Farley will sign them.

Third, meet the resident burros and be the first to join in the Name the Burro Mascot contest.  Children from kindergarten age to sixth grade are invited to name the jenny and jack from the Blue Wing Mountains Herd Management Area near Winnemucca. Winners will receive a set of Farley’s book in addition to other prizes in this national contest. 
Adoption will be by silent, competitive bid from 10 a.m. to 11 a.m.  The adoption fee begins at $125 per animal.  Mare and foal adoptions begin at $250 per pair.  Horses not adopted during the competitive bid period will be available on a first come, first served basis at $125 per horse or $250 per pair for the remainder of the day.

The Palomino Valley facility is located 20 miles north of Sparks, Nevada, on the Pyramid Lake Highway (State Route 445).
