Participants are asked to enter the facility via the rear entrance on Edmonds Drive in southeastern Carson City.  All attendees must abide by the prison dress code:  no blue clothing, blue jeans, shorts, tank tops, cell phones or keys.

Inmates at the Warm Springs Correctional Center trained six Bureau of Land Management (BLM) wild horses and three “estray” (State of Nevada) horses for this adoption.  Photos of all the horses are posted at www.nv.blm.gov and at silverstateindustries.com. 

Adoption agent for the estrays is the Virginia Range Wildlife Protection Association which can be reached at (775) 881-2288.  For wild free-roaming horses, call the BLM at (775) 861-6469.  The BLM’s adoption application is available on line at www.wildhorseandburro.gov and may be used for either BLM or estray horses.  Minimum bid for a BLM horse is $125. Minimum bid for an estray is $150.
