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Wild Horse and Burro Advisory Board Meets in Boise
The Bureau of Land Management's (BLM) National Wild Horse and Burro Advisory Board will meet to discuss the management and protection of wild, free-roaming horses and burros on the nation's public lands on Monday, March 14 from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m. local time.  This one day meeting will be at the Owyhee Plaza, 1109 Main Street, Boise, Idaho.

The public may address the Advisory Board on March 14 at approximately 4 p.m. Individuals making a statement should register with the BLM on March 14, by noon, at the meeting location.  Depending on the number of speakers, the Advisory Board may limit the length of presentations.  At previous meetings, presentations have been limited to three minutes in length.

Speakers must submit a written copy of their statement to the BLM at the meeting. The BLM re-established the Wild Horse and Burro Advisory Board in 1998 to provide input and guidance for the management of wild horse and burro herds on the Western rangeland. One Nevadan presently serves on the nine-member Advisory Board.  Under the 1971 Wild Free-Roaming Horses and Burros Act, the BLM manages nearly 37,000 wild horses and burros, which roam public lands in the West.  The law mandates the protection, management, and control of these wild horses and burros in a way that ensures a healthy, viable free-roaming herd population within the limits of available public land resources.
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
