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Colorful Horses Available for Adoption on June18
Buckskin, bay, chestnut, brown, pinto, palomino, sorrel and strawberry roan.  The wild horses featured for adoption on Sat., June 18 are colorful and varied.  They come from nine herd management areas in Nevada, but most are from the Calico Complex in northwestern Washoe County, where the horses are known for being athletic and colorful.
On June 18, the National Wild Horse and Burro Center at Palomino Valley, 20 miles north of Sparks on the Pyramid Lake Highway, opens at 8 a.m.  A silent competitive bid conducted by the Bureau of Land Management (BLM) will begin at 10 a.m.  The adoption fee starts at $125 per animal.  Pair adoptions (mare/foal) begin at $250.  Two pair, 13 mares, 18 yearling fillies, 15 yearling colts which have been gelded, and 17 gelded adults are being featured in the adoption.

“Although you may select an animal on June 18, we are asking that successful adopters make appointments to pick up their wild horse after July 11,” said John Neill, manager of the Palomino Center.  “Following the advice of our veterinarian, we will not release the animals into a private facility until we test again in early July.  Some of the horses in this group have had Strep equi and could be contagious.  We want to make sure they are fully recovered before they go to an individual’s home.”
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All adopted horses will be re-tested by the veterinarian the first week in July.  It is anticipated the strep infection will be gone.  If so, adopters may transport the animals home starting the week of July 11.  To accommodate adopters, the Center will be open on Sat., July 16 and Sun., July 17.
Adopters will receive complete health care records, so they can begin health care regimens with their own veterinarians.  A brand inspector and a veterinarian will prepare paperwork so the horses can be transported across state lines.  BLM personnel at the Palomino Valley Center will load out animals.  Stock trailers with side-swinging gates are preferred.  Drop ramps are not acceptable.  Individuals are asked to bring a halter and lead rope appropriate for the size and kind of animals adopted.
To qualify to adopt, an individual must be at least 18 years old; however, parents or guardians may adopt and allow younger family members to care for the animal.  Adopters must have adequate facilities to provide humane care for the number of animals requested.  You may not adopt if you have been convicted of inhumane treatment to animals.

All potential adopters must be approved in advance by BLM wild horse and burro specialists in their geographic area, or they may bring the application to Palomino Valley for screening and approval. 
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
