The three RACs will meet separately on Friday morning, from 8:00 a.m. to 11:30 a.m. to plan their agendas for the coming year. They are the Northeastern Great Basin, Mojave-Southern Great Basin, and the Sierra Front-Northwestern Great Basin RACs.
