Description of Activity:

Our office has received a Special Recreation Permit application to conduct the annual Los
Angeles to Barstow, To Vegas “LA-B-V” self-guided motorcycle scenic tour. Day 1 begins in the
Los Angeles area, and ends at Barstow, California. Day 2 begins in Barstow, following existing
authorized routes of travel through the California Desert District (CDD), to the Nevada border.
The Needles Field Office has the lead for the event through the CDD.

All participants in this non-speed, non-competitive, non-timed self-guided motorcycle scenic tour
must ride street legal, highway registered and licensed dual sport (off-highway capable)
motorcycles. All entrants would adhere to all posted speed limits, and would not exceed
reasonable speeds to safely negotiate technical route segments. All entrants would follow roll
chart maps provided by the promoter, and riders would leisurely stop at any time to enjoy the
scenery and aesthetics of the ride and take breaks. No high-speed competition or racing would
occur. The proposed route is similar to previously as-ran tour routes, and is approximately 60
miles in length. The proposed course is entirely on routes of travel that are state, RS 2477 county
claimed, and federally administered.

Approximately 250 — 300 riders are anticipated for this year’s tour. Riders would enter singularly,
orin two’s or threes, or 4 to 5 riders at a time, over a 4+ hour period. Riders would enter Nevada
at Sandy, then follow a county claimed RS 2477 dirt road Northwest to the Potosi Road and onto
State Highway 160. Depending on weather, temperature, rider fatigue, and remaining daylight,
most novice or other tired riders would “bail-out” by turning east following Highway 160 into Las
Vegas. Other more experienced or expert riders desiring more dirt road touring before entering
into Las Vegas would turn west on Hwy 160. Riders would have the option to turn north entering
onto Forest Service Road 537 into Lovell Canyon, or take the Lovell Canyon Wash, into Lovell
Canyon, then east to the ‘Rocky Gap’ or ‘Potato Ridge’ road entering into Red Rock Canyon
National Conservation Area lands. Riders would enter the 13 mile paved scenic loop drive at
Willow Springs, approx. mile 8, exiting onto Hwy 159 (Charleston Road), and into Las Vegas. All
riders would be assessed a $2 motorcycle entrance fee payable to RRCNCA.

Catering, camping, or leaving the identified route would not be permitted. No new surface
disturbance would be permitted. District 37 tail-end course monitors shall be required to clean up
all flagging and other event related litter or equipment as they clear the route for stranded riders.
All riders would be required to abide by Red Rock Canyon NCA and standard SRP Stipulations.
