GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The area surveyed is located in Butte Valley, about
20 miles west of Currie, Nevada. Access is by gravel and
dirt roads leading west from U.S. Highway No. 93.

The land varies from nearly level, open meadow land
in the eastern part of the township to mountainous
(Medicine Range) in section 19. The elevation ranges
from approximately 6,000 ft. above sea level to 7,000 ft.

The soil consists of gravelly loam in the valley to
a shallow, rocky clay in the mountains. The vegetation
is mostly sagebrush and greasewood, with bunchgrass pro-
viding grazing for sheep and cattle. There is some native|
hay and alfalfa grown in the eastern portion. The timber
consists of juniper and pinon pine of little commercial
value. Drainage throughout the township is mostly
northerly and northeasterly.
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
