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GENERAL DESCRIPTION

The lands included in the survey are located in White Pine
County, Nevada, about 26 miles northwest of the community of
Ely, Nevada. Access is gained by way of U.S. Highway No. 93.

The area drains intermittently easterly and northerly into Duck
Creek.

The average elevation of the area is from about 5915 to about
6010 feet above sea level.

The vegetation easterly of the Nevada Northern Railway is
generally bunchgrass and native grasses in fertile bottom lands.
The vegetation westerly of the Nevada Northern Railway is
generally sagebrush, rabbitbrush and greasewood.

No apparent mineral activity was noted in the area during this
survey.
